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‘Abu-Ghazaleh for Technology’ to Open its Factory in Jordan

AMMAN - Talal Abu-Ghazaleh for
Technology (TAGTech), a member of
Talal Abu-Ghazaleh Global (TAG.Global),
has announced the inauguration of its new
factory in Jordan early this year 2022,
whereas construction works are in their
final stages.

TAGTech Deputy Director, Mr. Ramez
Quneibi, stated that the production lines
have already been installed and would
soon start working.

This particular
location is also known for its various trade
and economic activities, Quneibi said. He
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further elaborated that the establishment
of the factory in Jordan comes in line with
the unrivalled commitment of HE Dr. Talal
Abu-Ghazaleh, founder and chairman of
TAG.Global, to serve the country through
technological development, under the wise
guidance and vision of His Majesty King
Abdullah II, stating that TAGTech Jordan
factory follows two previous ones built
earlier in China and Egypt.

The new factory would create more
than 200 job opportunities for Jordanian
administrators, professionals and
technicians, with an investment that
exceeds $2 million. The production will
be processed through three main lines; two
assembly lines and one packaging line.

Accordingly, Quneibi revealed that the
annual production volume is expected to
be huge; thus, qualifying this project as
the first technological enterprise of its kind
in the Kingdom, that offers technological
devices manufactured and produced by
TAGTech’s Jordanian and Arab expertise.
