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An economist eyes that occupation is never ending by negotiation, but by resistance
Abu – Ghazaleh: Global variables shall make Western countries as a feeble ally for the Israeli occupation and a stronger partner for Arabs

Amman – The economist and businessman, Talal Abu – Ghazaleh said that "global variables shall make Western countries as a weak ally for the Israeli occupation and a stronger partner for Arabs, if they free themselves from reliance capture on the United States of America and head for European countries and China.
In a talk to Al Ghad Newspaper Abu – Ghazaleh added that "the potential charge in the economic forces balances, will lead to a political change" referring that "the Western world is witnessing today a phase of economic suffering, which would significantly affect potentials of its support for the occupation".

Meanwhile, Abu – Ghazaleh expected that "the financial crisis would transform into an economic crisis, as its indicators have become evident at the beginning of the new year ,which may result in creating a problem due to its association with productive economy, in terms of unemployment, employment,  deficits in States budgets and other".
He denoted by reference to "The Greek economic crisis, which he expected its transfer to other European countries, with the possibility of getting financially survived".

The European Union and the IMF (International Monetary Fund) have taken steps and measures that would benefit in addressing the problem, such as extending financial support for Greece.

Abu – Ghazaleh has rested on int'l variables data in its capacity as one of his initiative's pillars, in which he called for repatriation of Jewish settlers, who are at the present residing in Palestine to their countries of origin, in conformity with human rights legitimacy, in addition to all int'l charters and conventions, which stipulate right of immigrants, no matter how long the time is".

As for the other data pertaining to "the Palestinian split, faulty internal status and the present Arab weakness, despite its significance but they have nothing to do with ending occupation"; Abu – Ghazaleh said, who also stressed that "the issue relates to an occupation which must be ended through exercising procedures that would lead to such result". He asserted that "occupation would come to an end, no matter how long time takes" deeming that "the ongoing Palestinian frictions between Fateh and Hamas movement do relate to the row on the principle of occupation, but if a consent is reached that there is an occupation problem, then internal and external dilemmas would be eliminated".
Abu – Ghazaleh, however, set out in his initiative and reached a conclusion that "the peace processhas reached to a failure, since its inception at Madrid Conference in 1991 and unfeasibility of direct or proximity (indirect) negotiation to regain legitimate Palestinian rights" considering that "occupation could not be ended via negotiations, but through resistance".
He said that "the triumph of the resistance in the occupied Palestinian territories as well as the considerable victory achieved by the Lebanese resistance, which is nowadays celebrating the tenth anniversary of liberation, in the wake of the unilateral occupation's withdrawal from the south of Lebanon, except for (Sheba'a farms and Kafer Shoba hills), unconditionally on May 25th, 2000, verifying experiences of history".
He indicated that "the two – state solution is inapplicable, as the suggestion of one – state solution and to come back to the UN division resolution No. 181 for the year (1947), considering that "the current proposed solutions, constitute an opportunity for the enemy to continue in realizing what does he believe that would achieve his objectives, never the less, such goals are not possible to be attained to their contrast with history and geography".

He criticized the move of the Palestinian and Arab party to display the Palestinian issue before the Security Council   in the event that negotiation with occupation authorities doomed to failure, given that it reveals "diplomatic language", showing "its futility and failure in advance, to present the solution under the American veto". 
It is note – worthy that, The United States has used veto power more than 32 times beginning from the year 1982 versus resolutions for the security council criticizing Israel in questions relating to the Arab-Israeli conflict . 

Abu – Ghazaleh demanded "an Arab support for the concept of resistance for the aim of ending the occupation", lustrating that "he doesn't stand against negotiation with the occupation's entity, provided that to be pertinent to one item about putting an end for occupation and not as they are talking about right now, in terms of final status issues which shall generate an illegal status".
He said that "the problem lies is that the Palestinian negotiator knows nothing over what to negotiate about as the adversary's agenda is totally different from that of the Palestinian one, while the occupation has been working on creating realities on the ground, the Palestinian negotiator has been carrying out negotiation" wondering how equality to be achieved among them . 

He drew attention that "the implementation of the initiative is to be completed in stages represented in continuity of the resistance and the Jewish settler in Palestine would have reached a conviction that it's not his homeland, after he made himself a foe in the region and believed to have been isolated, while as Arab human disagrees to the existence of occupation, and whatever politicians say is well understood, from political and diplomatic stand point. He went on to say "whenever occupation ceases, a need to proclaim a Palestinian state will not be there, Palestine is under occupation, as any state under occupation, such as Iraq, living under occupation and Afghanistan, as well.
He went on to say "we lost the issue when we distorted the facts and went further from the main issue and began talking about authority and institutions, hen declaration of the state and a dispute over lands".
He emphasized on the importance of "having a national Arab dialogue and creating intellectual mobility, so as Palestinian and Arab collective conscience would be convinced for the necessity of applying the right of return and ending the occupation", calling on "research centers, intellectual foci and related in situations and bodies concerned to put forward initiative for debate and to come back to fundamentals".
He went on to say "I' am not a politician nor a historian nor I claim that I do have knowledge with issues pertaining to the solutions of putting an end to the occupation in Palestine, but I talk here from my position as an Arab national, was born in Jaffa in Palestine and lived through a practical experience the life of immigration and its suffering, believing that the most significant and important of the human rights is, the right of return to the homeland".

He added "out my faith in my right of return and the right of every Palestinian to his homeland, Palestine, the whole of Palestine extending from the sea to the river and out of my ethics away from double standards being practiced by dominant forces on the world, it is important to apply the same criterion on Jewish refugees (settlers) currently existing in Palestine".

He went on "the one targeted in the discussion is every Jew living on the soil of Palestine, who has involuntarily migrated from his country and under the circumstances of need as a result of torture, persecution and racial discrimination exercised on Jews in the west in general and in all European countries, beside Jewish refugees from America and other Arab countries, in contrast to the mistaken concept that the only torment process has taken place in Germany, as you are aware that torment began in other countries ahead of Germany and prior to (Nazi Leader, Adolf Hitler).

He cited examples of this "in the year 1400 Jews were turned down entry into Russia, the year 1414 marked the deportation of Jews from Colon city in France, in the year 1421 Jews were evicted from Austria, in the year 1492 they were kicked out from Granada, in the year 1497 they were expelled from Portugal, in the year 1555 when the Pope Paul the fourth decided to capture Jews within a locked wall in order to force them to compensate for the faults they have committed and to retreat from doing, in the year 1648 when Ukraine devastated their houses, in the year 1744 when Jews were expelled from Bohemia and Moravia, in the year 1789 when the French General Assembly (Parliament) has revoked Jews equal rights in France, in the year 1807 when Napoleon forced Jewish rabbis to leave Judaism and announce their allegiance to France, in the year 1881 when the Russian Czar held Jews accountable for assassination of his father and pledged to kill one third of Jews available in his country and in the year 1893 when France held the Jews accountable for the collapse of the Panama Canal, which cost French investors bulk amounts of money".

He went on to say "perhaps we remember the American Jews, Henry Ford who considered Jews as the global problem and he disbursed huge amounts of money in media and different methods to launch a campaign against them and has brought his thoughts in a book titled "The International Jew, The Protocols of the elders (wise men) of Zion, The world's foremost Problem". While the ex – American president, Franklin D. Roosevelt has considered Jews America's problem and a day will come, so American people will regret on the presence of Jews with them".

"the existence of Jews in Palestine or their immigration to was not a picnic or by virtue of a legal or historic right, but it came into being as a consequence to torturing conditions in the west, which was contrary to what was prevailing in Palestine and the Arab region in terms of hospitability prior to the year 1948" Abu – Ghazaleh said.

He also noted that "the Jews today feel similar to what they felt in the west of anxiety over their future and life, because the west has used them as a tool after it drove them out to get rid of them and as a claw to combat and impose control on the Arab region, which of course led to the generation of normal hostility, as their artificial existence has made them unwelcome enemies".

He further said "that the Palestinian refugees in the Arab countries are unwelcome guests in these countries, as the hosting countries are committed to the right of return for the refugees to their homes and are unprepared to accommodate them. I personally back this, as every Palestinian does have legal, primary and ethical right in return and ought to be aided accordingly instead of hampering him to exercise this right".

He drew attention that "the problem is double, Jews forced to migrate to Palestine and the Palestinians were forced out to leave their homeland. However, the solution lies in the return of every refugee to his country. If we look at the structure of the rightist government in the occupation authority, we find that they were born outside Palestine, the foremost important figure is their foreign minister (Avigdor Lieberman) who worked in his capacity as a guard for a night club in Russia before he was compelled to migrate to Palestine, after he was tempted and pressured to do so, because the country from which he migrated wanted to get rid of him".
He clarified that "the compulsion process was accomplished in different ways, as a result of pressures, temptation and racial discrimination practiced against Jews and not anti – Semitism "as they pretend".
He referred that "the countries which strongly support Jewish group of refugees, are those countries which have most tortured and abused them in the past.

They are trying to cover their mistreatment through showing support to the artificial existence of Jews, among these countries, France, Holland, the U.K., Germany and America".

He saw that "the west today has reached self – review and a conscience torment, sufficient that those people would return migrated Jews to their places and halt continuation of torturing  and mistreating them", believing "not to repeat torturing and suffering process after the west has paid dearly to compensate such experience, being materialized in Germany and Switzerland's as these countries had to pay funds and to cost them ethical positions against conscience, law and right to atone their blunders".

He said "I' am not an owner of a project nor I intend to run a movement or an Organization, but I put forward an idea to be deliberated by the Palestinians, Arabs and International Community, as it is the only solution which is based on the U.N laws, human rights, religions, ethics and principles and anything else are only artificial solutions will never last".

He also added that "we have been proceeding during 62 years within solutions we used to believe that they are the easiest, but what has happened in terms of further retreat and complication for the issue, despite the fact that the straight forward path is the shortest one, albeit, it seems the furthest, as there is no solution except the right one, and Palestine will never return, but by resistance as long as there is one Palestinian keeps struggling".
He further said that "there are about 30 million Palestinians at least in the World and not 11 millions according to the Palestinian statistical data.

They can't be annihilated nor exterminated, and if they don't go back to the whole Palestine, a problem shall arise in Arab countries and the whole world".

He drew attention to "the non – possibility of accommodating Palestinians in the West Bank and Gaza Strip, even if a two – state solution has been implemented, as the occupation authorities acceptance of their return to the West Bank and Gaza strip only is contrary to the right of return".

He asserted on "the right of return for the Palestinian and regain of his citizen ships as a Palestinian citizen, whereas the choice after that has no relation to affiliation which is used to revoke the right of return".
He further said that "the Jews don't have a tone except the tone of torment and Holocaust in the West. It is painful that the West instead of lifting the torture on them they have decided to throw them in the sea. Europe is the problem which has resulted in elimination of the Palestinians by driving them out of their homeland, and we talk here about suffering stemming from maltreatment and arrogance of the Jews in the West, as they are who have created hatred for themselves".

He also added that "the hostility began as a reaction toward misbehavior and arrogance of Jews in the West and their endeavor to take over and control everything".
This tone also applies on "the other Zionist allegations, such as "promised land" and "chosen people", as Jews are ill – reputed at fabricating ties, perpetrating crimes and practicing terrorism, and have created an inverse model to form their state, whenever occupation authorities started driving out Hagana Gang" to Palestine and then summoned all armed Jewish movements after calling on all Jewish citizens from the countries of the World to migrate to Palestine and to establish a state".

He said that "the objective of the intellectual mobility is to disclose the right of return, which was once used to pressure Jews and force them to relocate and leave their original countries, in addition to awareness that the Jewish presence in Palestine is a matter of political asylum that will end in return of refugees to their countries of origin as they hold two passports, the original former passport and the artificial fake one, as refugees living in Palestine".
He also noted to "the citizenship which a Jew has granted to himself, which is of no value, whatever, he holds of documents and passports, because they are not issued by a body having authority had the International community respected itself, it would not recognize this citizenship, owing to violation to the international rules and regulations". He clarified that "certain elements would affect the issue track, among these are the demographic dimension related to the outnumber of the Arab Palestinians with respect to Jews within the next years, besides the ideological dimension, as its not possible to exterminate the resistance as well as the modern technological advancement and the alteration in the equations of victory and defeat, after the battle has been run between an army and the people, which is to be resolved in favor of the people's triumph, which would not enable the massive military power to gain victory in light of the small arms".

He said that "Hizb Allah has become a major source of concern for the U.S and the International Community in light of incapability to overcome and exterminate the desire for martyrdom and resistance". He warned that "as long as the Palestinian issue goes on without being resolved, this would constitute a time bomb which might explode at any time, and this could form a factor of turmoil and instability at the international level.
In addition, having not reached a solution for the core issue of the Middle East would also threaten the bases of the U.S and Western forces stationed in the area, the thing which was referred to by the secretary of state, Hilary Clinton at AIPAC's (The American Israel Public Affairs Committee) convention held in last March" .
Abu – Ghazaleh called on "the international community to set-up a national or international fund to finance return process of Jewish refugees to their places and countries of origin".
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
