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Talal Abu-Ghazaleh launches a global initiative for the repatriation of Jewish refugees to their homelands

Embarking from the legitimate International human rights charters and treaties, regarding the repatriation rights of displaced refugees regardless of any time factor, Mr. Talal Abu-Ghazaleh intends to launch an intellectual movement which aims to repatriate Jewish immigrants, who are currently living in Palestine, back to their original homelands.
“Jews in Palestine have an equal right of repatriation to their homelands as that of the Palestinians right to be repatriated to their Palestinian homeland” stated Mr. Abu -Ghazaleh; “As Palestinians and Arabs, we must encourage and support this Jewish right, especially since it is a well known fact that, since 1948, all Jewish immigrants into Palestine were awarded new Israeli citizenship, by the Zionist occupation authorities, while allowing them to maintain their original nationalities.”
According to Mr. Abu-Ghazaleh, unlike anywhere else in world where nations are made out of a populous that elects its own government and establishes all the necessary state institutions,  the Zionist occupation authorities in Palestine have managed to create a unique model of a nation, where the citizens of their newly found nation, seized by force from its natives, were imported from other countries, starting with the Hagana Jewish gang and other Jewish militias and armed movements from in Europe, and ending with individual citizens from countries around the world.
There is no doubt that the Zionist presence in Palestine came as a result of a well planned and well orchestrated operation, by a portion of society which was subjected to the most harsh measures of collective mistreatment, forcing it to flee from its land.  This historical blunder must be corrected by facilitating their return to their homelands in a dignified and honorable manner, requiring the world community to launch a global campaign for their return that is up to par to the campaign launched, sixty years ago, by the Jewish Agency to encourage Jews to immigrate to Palestine.  It is essential at this point to remember that the whole Jewish immigration into Palestine was an act of salvation that is asserted by the many images of sea vessels loaded with hungry, meager and deprived Jews.
The leading goal of this movement, according to Mr. Abu-Ghazaleh, is not only to assure the right of Jews in Palestine to return to their homelands, but to also expose the reality of the so called Right of Return, which was once used to force Jews to leave their ancestral homelands, and immigrate into Palestine, especially since the Zionist regime did not create any constitution, rather, a simple law named “The Right of Return”, for any person of Jewish descent.  This artificial and self serving law of return can only be historically corrected by allowing Jews their right of return just as much as the Palestinians deserve such a right.
The second leading goal of the movement is to create the much needed awareness that the Jewish existence in Palestine is nothing more than a political asylum phenomenon during troubled times for the Jews in Europe, which has to come to an end by facilitating their return to their homelands.  The process of return should be made easy especially since all Jews in Palestine hold dual nationalities of their original countries alongside their passports as refugees in Palestine.  This dual nationality will facilitate the process of defining the original lands from where they have originally come from.  This is a mirror scenario as that of the Palestinian refugees, where it is a well known fact that Palestine is their original homeland.  This common knowledge of the original homelands will make the process of repatriation, for both Jews and Palestinians, an error free one.
“I do realize that once this initiative has materialized, the world community will have to create an international aid fund in order to finance all the travel and relocation expenses of all Jewish refugees,” said Mr. Abu-Ghazaleh.
“The failure of all previous attempts to end the Zionist occupation of Palestine were due to their failure to recognize the fact that this occupation is nothing more than a case of political asylum, although the Zionist occupation tried to mask itself as a true nation.”, continued Mr. Abu-Ghazaleh, “and embarking from this realization,  I call upon all Arab intellectuals and research centers to brainstorm and carry out dialogues about this initiative, halting the endless cycle that has started in 1948, which chose to ignore a fact that was only seen by the Jews themselves, that they are merely a group of refugees with no legal, historical or logical claims to the land of Palestine.  It was such realization of having no tangible claim that inspired them to invent their divine right in Palestine.”
In an attempt to focus on the core issue and in finding a radical solution for it, I explicitly state that all peace negotiations, regardless of their given titles, are doomed to failure, as was evident by the continuous dead ends after each round of negotiations year after year, turning the Palestinian case into a time bomb that is ready to explode at any time.  Today, the Palestinian cause is turning into a global destabilizing factor, especially if it turns into another Afghanistan or Pakistan.  This lurking danger of instability, which has come to be realized and dreaded by the world community, will surely explode should the political evasiveness in finding a true and fair solution to the Middle East problem continue, in a manner that will compromise American interests, military bases and forces in the area, as was declared by Secretary of State Hillary Clinton, during the bygone IPAC convention.
According to Mr. Abu-Ghazaleh, there are three elements that are starting to have an effect on path of this cause.  The first is a demographic one, which takes into consideration the growing number of Arabs in Israel, turning them into an ethnic majority within a few years, the second is an ideological one, where the Islamic faith and resolution of the Palestinian people can never be defeated, and the last element is that of technological advances in the world and the changes it brings to the formulas of victory and defeat, making it impossible for any nation to acquire a decisive military victory over another through the sole use of large military hardware arsenals, especially in the era of technologically advanced light arms and missiles that are attainable by any country and from several sources around the world.
In spite of its aerial, land and sea military superiority, Israel has found itself incapable of defeating members of the resistance who have offered their own lives for their cause.  This willingness to fight and die for their cause is what worries the Israelis especially that they are unable to keep up with it or deter it.

“The world will address this issue sooner or later, and will find an end to it by normalizing the situation through the repatriation of both the Jews and the Palestinians to their homelands,” concluded Mr. Abu-Ghazaleh.
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
