Abu Ghazaleh: Jordan is a Unique World Case in Security and Stability

HE Senator Talal Abu-Ghazaleh, chairman of the Global Alliance for Information and Communication Technologies and Development, confirmed that Jordan is a unique world case that enjoys security and stability as well as the qualified and trained human cadres that are operable under all circumstances. 

On Tuesday, Senator Abu-Ghazaleh said to Petra News Agency that Jordan is capable of making its own future if all life inputs are reconsidered, especially the economic ones. He asserted that reconsidering the laws and legislations regulating the consultancy process will promote Jordan’s place on the world investment arena and transform it into an attracting destination under the political and economic instability in the region and the world. 
Senator Abu-Ghazaleh believes that Jordan can increase its competitiveness in the world market by increasing the employee productivity, particularly in the productive private sector, demanding the government to provide economic trends for the coming period as well as establishing protective measures for Jordan’s economy, whether in relation to goods, services, industry or trade. 
Moreover, he demanded the government to review the economic laws and legislations to enable the national economy to move from slowing down phase to prosperity and growth as well as reassessing the two parts of tax law, income and sales to enable the treasury to attract more income. 

He called for investing the potentials of educated and trained youth to create an economically and politically competitive country in the current circumstances. 

Senator Abu-Ghazaleh invited the Jordanian government to review the economic relations with the Arab and world countries and moving forward to create a joint Arab market and networking economically with Iran and Turkey.
He stated that the Arab world cannot do without the two giants Iran and Turkey, stressing that they are economically developed countries regionally and internationally. 
He said that the world is presently managed through various bilateral and regional agreements, emphasizing that the world will turn into and network of agreements rather than independent duty free zones. 

Senator Abu-Ghazaleh demanded both public and private sectors to tap on the E-enabler project and turn it into and tool to develop and implement the national strategies and programs. 
He confirmed that the project will enable the public and private sectors to plan prospectively in health and education as well as satisfying the development needs and implementation thereof al the lowest cost.
